Classroom Policies


1.  Be willing to think, learn, and participate!  Complete assignments 

                on time and to the best of your ability.

Lab Policy

1. All students are required to fulfill the laboratory requirement put forth by the NYS Department of Education to be eligible to take the Living Environment exam.   This states that students must successfully complete 1200 minutes (30 labs) of lab work.  Legitimately missed lab activities MUST be completed by scheduling a mutually agreed upon time with myself, usually after school.  It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to schedule a make-up lab session.  
2. Labs must earn passing grades to count toward the fulfillment of the state requirement to be eligible for the Regents exam. If a lab is returned to you with a grade below 65%, corrections must be made on a separate sheet of paper and stapled to the original lab. Corrected labs will be re-graded using a standard of satisfactory (S) or unsatisfactory (U). The lab will not be filed until a satisfactory grade is received.
3. Satisfactorily completed late labs DO NOT count for a grade, but DO 
                count towards the 1200 minutes.
4. Students will lose 10 points per day for late labs, unless there is a legitimate excuse, such as an absence.

* All work MUST be in by 3:00 the day it is due to receive full credit.  If it is turned in by 3:00 the next day, you will get 10% deducted from the grade.  After that, it is a zero!

** If you are absent you must make up the class work and/ or homework with me by the next possible class.  Make-up work can be set up for after school or during a study hall.  It is your responsibility to see me for available times.
